A couple of medical reminders, with various illnesses circulating.

1. Sickness/Diarrhoea
It is our policy that children must stay at home until a clear 48 hours have passed since the last episode of vomiting or
diarrhoea. We would like to avoid the spread as much as possible, so appreciate your cooperation with this.

2. Colds, Coughs & Sore Throats

It's that time of year when most of us are fending off some sort of cold or sore throat. We encourage the children to
come into school as long as they do not have a temperature and are well enough to concentrate. If you have given
your child Calpol before they come in and would like us to administer a second dose during the school day, please
pick up a permission form from the Reception Office or ask us to email one over to you. Any medicine dropped into
us must be in its original packaging, named and handed in for the attention of Mrs Cameron (Medical Care Lead)
please.

3. Water

A reminder that all children should bring in a named water bottle daily please. | have so many children sent to me
with headaches who admit they have not drunk enough water, so | would really appreciate your ongoing help with
stressing the importance of keeping hydrated to fend off the bugs!
